 Each jatha will have maximum time limit of 7- 8 minutes to perform one shabad and the team who is exceeding the given time 

can be disqualified. 
 The Shabads should be from Sri Guru Granth Sahib Ji or the Banis approved for Kirtan as per the Maryada of Sri Akal Takhat 

Sahib Ji. 
 The dress code for Kirtani Jathaas is White Suit for girls and White Kurtas for boys. 

 Shabad should be in the same Raag as given in Sri Guru Granth Sahib Ji. 
 All Participants must be of same Gender (Boys/Girls). 
 All Participants must provide the names of all the members of their Jatha.
